                                              RANGE RULES  

 

1. Shooting on all ranges is from 8:00 am. To Dusk pm daily  

2. Treat all firearms as if they were loaded at all times. 

3. Uncased firearms must be kept unloaded with actions open except 

when on the firing lane.  

4. Loaded firearms must be pointed down range at targets or backstops 

only.     

5.   Do not handle any firearm or stand at the firing line where firearms 

are present or while others are down range. 

6.   Shoot only at authorized targets 

7.   Ground level targets are not authorized.   

8.   Know where others are at all times.  

9.   Know and obey range commands. 

10. All firearms must be unloaded immediately upon the command of 

“cease fire” regardless of when the command is given. Actions will 

remain open until further commands are given.  Any personnel 

movement down range will require a “cease fire”.  

11. Spectators will stay behind the firing line safety area. 

12.  No person under the influence of alcohol or drugs shall be allowed 

on the firing line.   

13. No running on the range.  

14. No explosive targets allowed. 
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                              SAFETY RULES 
 

1.    All unsafe conduct will be corrected immediately.  

2.    Know how to use the firearm safely.  

3.   All barrels shall be checked for obstruction before firing.  

4.   Be sure the firearm is safe to operate. 

5.   Use only the correct ammunition. 

6.   Always keep the firearm pointed in a safe direction.  

7.   Always keep your finger off the trigger until ready to shoot.  

8.   Always keep the action open and firearm unloaded until ready. 

9.   Know your target and what is beyond.  

10. Proper ear and eye protection is strongly recommended.  

11. Never use alcohol or drugs before or while shooting.  

12. Store firearms so they are not accessible to unauthorized persons.  

13. Loud or abusive language will not be permitted. Shooter and range 

      personnel will limit their communication directly behind the 

      firing lines to range  business.  

14.  Do not disturb shooters on adjacent points.  

15.  All empty shells dropped on the ground become club property.  

16.  All inexperienced shooters shall be accompanied by an  

       experienced shooter. 

17.  All Youth shall be under direct adult supervision.
